Condensation

Condensation can occur when warm, moist air inside a
building comes into contact with cold surfaces. This occurs

on the underside of the roof in un-insulated, single-skin metal
buildings during the winter, and on clear nights when the
temperature of the roof's surface is lowered due to night sky
radiation. Condensation can run down the roof and collect on,
or within, the interior of a building where it can cause rust or
rot damage and may also drip from the roof.

Dripstop is a membrane designed to reduce damage from
dripping or running condensation on metal roofs in buildings
with moderate to high levels of humidity and poor ventilation.

Dripstop controls levels of condensation in an environment
where cyclical condensation may occur.

Before You Get Started

Working out the Sheets, Flashings, Fixings and Fillers that are needed for
a project can be difficult. If you let us know the details of your roof we can
help you figure out what you need and ensure that you place your order
correctly. Remember that Sheets and Flashings are often manufactured
to order and it could be one to two weeks before you receive your order.
Make sure your plans allow for a suitable lead time prior to delivery.

UK law requires employers and self-employed contractors to formally
assess the risks associated with each roofing job and, before starting their
work, to plan and organise their work so that it is carried out in a safe
manner. Further information on working at heights and other applicable
legislative requirements can be found by visiting the Health and Safety
Executive’'s website www.hse.gov.uk. Receipt of goods, such as Sheets
and Flashings, are bundled together and shipped in packs that are heavy
and awkward to handle, making delivery worth the extra expense. Upon
receipt of your order, check that your goods are correct and consistent
with the accompanying delivery note. Any issues should be reported to us
immediately by phoning our Customer Service Team on 01837 659901.
Two people may be able to lift a single Sheet at a time off a delivery truck,
depending on their own physical ability and weather conditions. This will
also depend on the length and weight of the Sheets, which are given

on our website. Extra care should be taken in windy or exposed areas.

The edges of Sheets and Flashings can be sharp so remember to wear
protective gloves with rubber palms for grip.
